The rationale for the course is to provide our candidates with the necessary skills and competencies of an elementary teacher, licensed to teach grades K – 6 as defined by the Arkansas Teaching Standards, Competencies for Elementary Teachers, Grades K – 6, and as also defined by the assigned Accreditation Agency, the Association for Childhood Education International Elementary Standards, 2007 (SPA) and as needed to allow our candidates to pass the state-mandated assessments for licensure while ensuring sufficient preparation to successfully provide our K – 6 children and youth with appropriate skills, knowledge, and dispositions toward learning.
