The intent of this course is to provide students who are interested in working with students with significant cognitive disabilities with evidence-based teaching strategies for working with such individuals in school settings. 

 This course will present issues related to individuals with severe or multiple disabilities across the lifespan in order to encourage students to become reflective decision makers within their own future classrooms. Class content will cover descriptions of students with significant intellectual disabilities, severe physical impairments and those with multiple areas of impairment; their unique educational and psychosocial issues; and accommodations and modifications (through low-tech and hi-tech solutions) for curriculum, home, and community environments.

The purpose of this course is to provide to students with the tools to understand key policy issues relevant to providing education services to students with severe and multiple disabilities as an outgrowth of laws and regulations. Understand elements involved in planning and adapting curriculum activities for meaningful participation utilizing the principles of universal design. Understand the complex issues/supports/services and educational options relating to students with autism spectrum disorders. Understand issues of social relationships of students with severe/multiple disabilities and their nondisabled peers. Recognize and understand aspects of augmentative and alternative communication (AAC) and Adaptive and Assistive Technology (AAT), and with strategies for teaching functional communication skills and basic academic skills. 
Understand the principal of Self-Determination/Person Centered Planning as it relates to enhancing participation in home and community

This course is a required course in Arkansas State University’s K-12 Special Education degree and licensure program. The B.S. Ed program is an approved program by the Arkansas State Department of Education and accredited by the Council for the Accreditation of Educator Preparation. Thus, the course content has been developed with reference to the licensure and accreditation standards for K-12 Special Education identified by the State of Arkansas, the Council for Exceptional Children, and the National Association for the Education of Young Children.  The mission of the College of Education is to develop educators who are prepared to function effectively in diverse educational settings with competencies that are instrumental to planning, implementing, assessing, and re-evaluating existing or proposed practices. In addition, the course has been developed to be congruent with the mission of the College of Education and Behavioral Science as a unit. Specifically, the course addresses the College’s commitment to families and communities, to research-based practices, and to social justice.
