Guidelines for Completing the Curriculum Vita

Students enrolled in the school psychology track of the Ed.S. Degree Program in Psychology and Counseling are required to develop an acceptable curriculum vita as part of the required portfolio. The curriculum vita is letter c. under the portfolio requirements listed in the School Psychology Handbook. This requirement is also noted in the syllabus for PSY 7823 Supervised Internship. In completing this assignment students should refer to the Arkansas State University Curriculum Vita Scoring Rubric that is posted on the Arkansas State University school psychology web page located at the following internet address: http://www2.astate.edu/a/education/psychologycounseling/our-programs/school-psychology.dot

The Arkansas State University Curriculum Vita Scoring Rubric contains three major sections which include: (1) Content, (2) Usage, and (3) Mechanics. The following Content sections are required in the curriculum vita: Heading, Education, Professional Experience, Scholarship/Research, Continuing Education, Honors/Awards, Organizational Memberships, Volunteer Work, and References (see Curriculum Vita Scoring Rubric for specific information that is required under each section). The Usage section of the scoring rubric calls for the student to follow convention of standard written usage while the Mechanics section of the scoring rubric requires one to use proper mechanics throughout the curriculum vita. Again, refer to the Curriculum Vita Scoring Rubric for detailed information concerning these requirements. The scale on the scoring rubric is as follows: 1 = Unsatisfactory; 2 = Acceptable; 3 = Superior. As noted on the last page of the scoring rubric students who earn an overall score of < 2 will be required to revise their document and resubmit it for reevaluation. Students must earn a minimum overall score of 2 (Acceptable) on this section of the student portfolio. Students should be able to submit the final product when they are seeking employment following successful completion of the degree.
