2) Follows basic report format (i.e. name, address phone number of agency/school district; marked Confidential; titled Individual Evaluation; Student’s Name, Address, School, Parent(s)/Guardian(s), Phone, Date(s) of Evaluation, Date of Birth, Age in years and months, Grade, Name of Examiner and credentials; Reason for Referral; Background Information; Assessments Administered or Obtained by the School; Evaluation Techniques and Results [e.g., Intelligence, Achievement, Adaptive Behavior, Visual Motor, Language, Auditory Perception, Observation(s), Behavior Ratings, etc.]; Summary; Recommendations).

3) Referral source and concerns and their context are clearly described.

4) Appropriate integrative use of background information (e.g., grades; group achievement test scores; educational [e.g., grade retention, special services, attendance record, schools attended, etc.]; social/family; and developmental, medical, psychological  history [ e.g., delays, past conditions, diagnosis, current medications,  past psychological evaluations, etc.).
