Guidelines for Conducting the Initial Multifactored Evaluation

Students enrolled in the school psychology track of the Ed.S. Degree Program in Psychology and Counseling are required to conduct an initial multifactored evaluation (MFE) during PSY 7613 Practicum in School Psychology. The MFE is letter f. under the portfolio requirements listed in the School Psychology Handbook. This requirement is also noted in the syllabus for PSY 7613 Practicum in School Psychology. In completing this assignment students should refer to the Arkansas State University School Psychology Evaluation of an Initial Multifactored Evaluation that is posted on the Arkansas State University school psychology web page located at the following internet address: http://www2.astate.edu/a/education/psychologycounseling/our-programs/school-psychology.dot


The Arkansas State University School Psychology Evaluation of an Initial Multifactored Evaluation contains ten major sections which include: (1) Submits appropriate documents, (2) Follows basic report format, (3) Referral source and concerns and their context are clearly described, (4) Appropriate integrative use of background information, (5) Use of ideographic or authentic assessment procedures, (6) Appropriate selection and competent use of tests, (7) Assessment results are analyzed with appropriate interpretations, (8) Recommendations and intervention plans, (9) Report writing, and (10) Child/student advocacy (see School Psychology Evaluation of an Initial Multifactored Evaluation for detailed components specific to each of the major sections ). The student is evaluated by the professor assigned to PSY 7613 Practicum in School Psychology using the evaluation form. The evaluation form contains a 3-point scale where 1 = Unsatisfactory (does not meet expectations for the second year practicum level of training; the student needs much more practice and supervision than the majority of students at this same level of training); 2 = Satisfactory (meets expectations for the second year practicum level of training; 3 = Competent (student exceeds expectations for the second year practicum level of training; continued professional development and supervision are recommended). The professor may also provide written comments specific to each of the ten major sections.  As noted on the last page of the evaluation form students must earn a minimum score of 20 to pass this assignment. Students who score below this minimum will be required to rework the MFE and report until they achieve a passing score.
