Guidelines for Completing the Domain Matrix

Students enrolled in the school psychology track of the Ed.S. Degree Program in Psychology and Counseling are required to complete the Domain Matrix and earn an acceptable rating on this assignment as part of the required portfolio. The NCSP Domain Matrix is letter n. under the portfolio requirements listed in the School Psychology Handbook. This requirement is also noted in the syllabus for PSY 7823-6 Supervised Internship. In completing this assignment students should refer to the Arkansas State University Domain Matrix Evaluation Form that is posted on the Arkansas State University school psychology web page located at the following internet address: http://www2.astate.edu/a/education/psychologycounseling/our-programs/school-psychology.dot


The Arkansas State University Domain Matrix Evaluation Form contains eleven major sections which match the eleven NASP (2000) Domains of School Psychology Training and Practice. As noted on the form the school psychology student must earn a “Met” rating assigned by the school psychology faculty rater on all eleven domains in order to obtain a minimum passing score on this assignment. A rating of “Met” means that the school psychology student has demonstrated evidence of knowledge and professional competency in the domain. 

Students who do not earn the minimum passing score on this assignment will be required to reexamine their education/training experiences and revise their document accordingly. The revised document will be resubmitted for reevaluation. Students who are unable to demonstrate evidence of knowledge and professional competency in a given domain(s) may be required to engage in additional planned experiences. Students must earn the minimum passing score on this section of the student portfolio.
