Test score data for first-year students 
indicate that these institutions are selective or more selective in 
admissions.  Fewer that 20 percent of entering undergraduates are 
transfer students.  

Undergraduate Instructional Program:  (Prof+A&S/SGC - Profes-
sions plus arts & sciences, some graduate coexistence) 60-79% of 
bachelor’s degree majors were in professional fields, and graduate 
degrees were observed in up to half of the fields corresponding to 
undergraduate majors.

Graduate Instructional Program:  (Research Doctoral: Professional-
dominant) These institutions award research doctoral degrees in a 
range of fields, and the largest number of research doctorates were 
in professions other than engineering (such as education, health 
professions, law, public policy, or social work).
