Praxis |1 scores — were analyzed per program
Curriculum and Instruction:

Candidates took the SLLA. The pass-rate for the candidates from Arkansas State University for the three-
year period 2018-2021, is 100%. During that time span, 37 candidates attempted the exam with a total of
37 passing. In Cycle One (2018-19), 3 candidates attempted the exam with 3 passing for a pass rate of
100%. In Cycle Two (2019-20), 15 candidates attempted the exam with 15 passing for a pass rate of
100%. In Cycle Three (2020-21), 19 candidates attempted the exam with 19 passing for a pass rate of
100%.

Educational Leadership (Building Level Administrator):

Regarding the SLLA, the pass-rate for the candidates from Arkansas State University for the two-year
period 2019-2021, is 96%. During that time span, 244 candidates attempted the exam with a total of 233
passing. In Cycle One (2019-20), 101 candidates attempted the exam with 98 passing for a pass rate of
97%. In Cycle Two (2020-21), 143 candidates attempted the exam with 135 passing for a pass rate of
94%.

Educational Leadership (EdS District Level):

Regarding the SSA, the pass rate for candidates from Arkansas State University for 2020-2021 is 82.35%
Fourteen of the seventeen who were assessed scored at or above the Arkansas cut-off score of 157. The
average composite score for this cycle is 171.

The data indicate that eighty-two (82%) of the Arkansas State University examinees who participated in
the School Superintendent’s Assessment scored at or above the minimum score set by the Arkansas
Department of Education.

The 82% pass rate on the SSA indicates that the district-level leadership program is effective in preparing
candidates for entry-level positions in the superintendency. The alignment of the assessments with the
NELP and PSEL Standards provides further evidence of program effectiveness in relation to meeting
content standards as required by CAEP.

School Psychology:

In the 2020 Graduating Cohort (N = 4) the pass rate on the Praxis Il School Psychologist Exam (5402)
was 100%. The average total score range was 162-177. The cut score for passing was 147. The mean for
this cohort was 166.

In terms of area/subtests scores for this cohort:

I. Professional Practices that Permeate all Aspects of Service Delivery the average raw score was 68%.
I1. Direct and Indirect Services for Children & Families & Schools the average raw score was 71%.
I11. System Level Services the average raw score was 81%.

IV. Foundations of School Psychology Service Delivery the average raw score was 72 %.



In the 2021 Graduating Cohort (N = 2) the pass rate on the Praxis Il School Psychologist Exam (5402)
was 100%. The average total score range was 161-176. The cut score for passing was 147. The mean for
this cohort was 164.

In terms of area/subtests scores for this cohort:

I. Professional Practices that Permeate all Aspects of Service Delivery the average raw score was 73%.
I1. Direct and Indirect Services for Children & Families & Schools the average raw score was 68%.
I11. System Level Services the average raw score was 71%.

IV. Foundations of School Psychology Service Delivery the average raw score was 78 %.
