Course Number & Title:  AT 5513 Clinical Education in Athletic Training II
Credit Hours:  3 Semester Credit Hours 
Prerequisites:  Admission into Master of Science in Athletic Training Program
FACULTY:  TBD
COURSE DESCRIPTION:  Expands on skills previously acquired and introduces new skills related to current coursework.  Students will be assigned to a clinical education rotation under the direct supervision of a clinical preceptor.  Second in the series of four clinical courses.
STUDENT LEARNER OUTCOMES:  Upon completion of this course, the student learner will have been given the opportunity to:
1. Perform a comprehensive clinical examination of a patient with a lower extremity and/or spine injury or condition. This exam should incorporate clinical reasoning in the selection of assessment procedures and interpretation of findings in order to formulate a differential diagnosis and/or diagnosis, determine underlying impairments, and identify activity limitations and participation restrictions. Based on the assessment data and consideration of the patient's goals, provide the appropriate initial care and establish overall treatment goals. Create and implement a therapeutic intervention that targets these treatment goals to include, as appropriate, therapeutic modalities.  Integrate and interpret various forms of standardized documentation including both patient-oriented and clinician-oriented outcomes measures to recommend activity level, make return to play decisions, and maximize patient outcomes and progress in the treatment plan.
2. Clinically evaluate and manage a patient with an emergency injury or condition to include the assessment of vital signs and level of consciousness, activation of emergency action plan, secondary assessment, diagnosis, and provision of the appropriate emergency care (eg, CPR, AED, supplemental oxygen, airway adjunct, splinting, spinal stabilization, control of bleeding).

TEACHING STRATEGIES:

The primary method of instruction will be through demonstration/discussion.  Any lecture/demonstrations/discussions will be supplemented by directed laboratory experiences and discovery learning as it pertains to the development of skills necessary to appropriately assess and manage acute injury and illness.
