  This course exists for credit and no credit at the undergraduate level.  We are creating a new course for 1 credit at the 
graduate level so that graduate students can take this ensemble to work on ensemble skills on a secondary instrument or use 
this course as an elective for their degree.  
 
 Students reinforce the skills and content knowledge gained by participating in a musical large ensemble.  The main goal for 
this course is to work together as an ensemble to put on concerts performed at the highest possible level considering the skill 
and experience of those in the group and to improve the skills and content knowledge of those in the ensemble.  A secondary 
goal is for the music education students in the ensemble to see great modeling of large ensemble instruction that they can take 
what they have observed to their future primary and secondary school experiences.   
 
Concert band could also be a worthwhile experience for non-music graduate students to participate in as a hobby or elective.  
This one credit option would allow them to participate and earn credit.
