               This course is a continuation of the introductory photography class and focuses on additional technical skills and contextual settings. Students need to learn to work in a variety of settings using different equipment and critical judgment in order to produce professional quality images.  Sometimes the setting can be controlled as in a studio, while at other times one has to have the flexibility to product products as they occur.  In this advanced class, the combination of photography skills set in a promotional or strategic communications context is intended to give students the ability to work for a broad array of business possibilities (in media, for non-profit groups, advertising, etc.) as well as moving them toward professional standards and requirements.
