Whereas, Parking Services will monitor the number of LLC Resident parking 

permits issued each semester to ensure adequate parking for LLC 
Residents; and 

 
Whereas, If the number of LLC Resident parking permits issued exceeds 366 

permits, these spaces may be reassigned for LLC Resident use if 
necessary with no additional resolution; and 

 
Whereas, Impacted students will be notified by Parking Services and/or 

Residence Life of the available parking each semester. 
 
 
BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED BY THE STUDENT GOVERNMENT ASSOCIATION 

OF ARKANSAS STATE UNIVERSITY:  
 
Forty of the current 80 LLC Resident parking spots in Lot N-9A will be rezoned to allow 
for more commuter parking spaces.
